We, therefore, suggest Authors to replace the content of this file with their own (preserving the existent page-setup/formatting and no adding any extra line-spaces i.e. blank rows). The Abstract is textual (not graphical) only. The body text of the Abstract is up to the Author(s) and it should be a brief summary of the research, informative enough so that clearly indicate the topic and purpose of the related investigation. Since we are to decide about the acceptance of your paper on the bases of the submited Abstract, keep in mind that it should contain not only an outline of your research, but also the expected result. Please, follow the rule that the submitted title should belong to the original, so far unpublished paper. 
In case you do not use the given template, Page setup is as follows: Paper Size: A4 (210 mm x 297 mm) single-column page. Margins: Top: 0.98˝, Bottom: 0.79˝, Left: 0.79˝, Right: 0.79˝, Gutter: 0.39˝, Gutter position: Left. Font: Times New Roman, 10pt, Italic, Justified; Line spacing: Single: 1.0, Paragraph Spacing: Before: 5pt, After 0pt. The Abstract should not exceed 500 words, nor be more concise than 150 words (excluding Keywords and Authors affiliations).
